2008. gada notiks intensivas sarunas, Ka so
ligumu piepildit ar tam atbilstosu saturu, kurS klis par ES aréjas un drosSibas
politikas augsto parstavi, ka sadalit kompetences. Tiks veidots Eiropas arejas
darbibas dienests. Saks darbu ta sauxkta “Pardomu grupa”, Kkuras
lidzpriekSsedetaja ir bijusi Latvijas prezidente Vaira Vike—Freiberga. Turpinasies
viedoklu apmaina par ES paplasinasanos. Latvija bis jaratifice Lisabonas
ligums.

ES prezidéjosas valsts Slovenijas pieredze 2008. gada pirmaja pusgada
mums biis japapildina ar secinajumiem, kas izrietés no diskusijas par arejas
darbibas dienestu un citiem institucionalajiem veidojumiem. Latvijas
diplomatija ir gatava aktivi iesaistities Sajas sarunas. Slovenijas prezidentiira
jaizmanto ka macibu stunda, domajot par 2015. gadu, kad Latvija gatavojas
klit par ES prezidejosSo valsti. Slovéenija ir pirma no jaunajam ES dalibvalstim,
kas uznemusies So nozimigo lomu. Biitiski, ka Slovenija péc izmeriem un
iespejam ir samerojama ar Latviju.

Latvijas arpolitikas degpunkta vienmer ir bijusas ES kaiminvalstis, ipasi
austrumos — NVS teritorija. 2008. gada Sai joma prognozejams liels darbs.
Latvijas valdibai japieliek ipasas piiles, lai Gruzija turpinatu uzsakto virzibu
neraugoties uz arejo spiedienu un ieksejiem destabilizacijas meginajumiem. Ir
jastiprina demokratiskas valsts institicijas. Te jau iezimejusies laba sadarbiba
starp Latvijas un Gruzijas Centralajam velesanu komisijam. 2008. gada sakuma
apmekleju Ukrainu un Moldovu. Latvija turpinas palidzet attistit So valstu
attiecibas ar ES, gan liekot lieta savu pieredzi un daloties ar to, gan piedaloties
sarunas Brisele par iespejam uzlabot sadarbibas ligumus.
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Kosovas neatkaribas pasludinasana ir bitiski mainijusi politisko procesu
lidzsvaru Balkanos, kas sevi ietver gan politisko dienaskartibu, gan drosibas
politikas aspektus. Uzskatu, ka Si trausla lidzsvara nodroSinasana ipasu lomu
turpinas spelet KFOR, kas veidotu visaptveroSu un izverstu sadarbibu ar ES Civilo
ekspertu misiju. 2008. gada ES bis javeic bitiski arpolitiski pasakumi
Rietumbalkanos, lai sekmetu stabilitati un attistibu visa rediona.

Latvijas interesés ir pandkt situdcijas stabilizaciju
Afganistana, tapec mums ne tikai jaturpina lidzdaliba ISAF, bet ir jamekle
papildus iespejas un janodroSina miisu civilo ekspertu klatbitne.

NATO paplasinasanas Rietumbalkanos, atbalsts Gruzijas un Ukrainas
centieniem tuvoties aliansei ir svariga un konsekventa Latvijas drosibas politikas
sastavdala. 2008. gada Bukarestes galotnu sanaksme un turpmakajas NATO
partneru diskusijas Latvijai bis neparprotama pozicija — mes esam par
Albanijas, Makedonijas un Kosovas uzaicinasanu iestaties NATO. Ir jaatrod veids,
ka dot iespeju Ukrainai un Gruzijai uzsakt ricibas plana dalibai NATO
istenosanu.

Misu rupju loka ir sarunas par ligumu par parasto brunojumu (CFE), ka ari
par izmainam NATO stratégiskaja koncepcija. Paraleli, 2008. gada otraja puse
Francijas ES prezidentiiras laika, paredzetas diskusijas par Eiropas drosSibas
stratégijas uzlabosanu.

2008. gada ar ceribam raugamies uz iespeju panakt vizu reZima atcelSanu ar
ASV.

RobeZliguma parakstiSana un ratifikacija bija nozimigdkais izraviens
Latvijas un Krievijas attiecibas ne tikai pagajusaja gada, bet visa laika posma
Kops neatkaribas atgisanas. Sis notikums devis jaunu impulsu starpvaldibu
sakaru nostiprinasanai, paredzams starpvaldibu komisijas aktivs un raZigs
darbs. 2008. gada tiek planota Latvijas Valsts prezidenta oficiala vizite Maskava.

Latvijas droSibas un labveligas izaugsmes izredzes ir nesaraujami saistitas
ar energoresursu piegazu droSibu un cenu prognozejamibu. Pec miisu
iestasands ES un NATO enerdgeétikas politika klist par galveno Latvijas arpolitikas
izaicinajumu. Kopigi ar parejam ES dalibvalstim savlaicigi jarod risinajumi
energijas piegadataju un piegazu celu dazadosanai. Sodien energétika vairak
neka jebkad ir diplomatija.

Aizvadits spraigs un ieverojamiem notikumiem piepildits gads. Ir pamats
gandarijumam, tomer 2008. gads arlietu dienestam biis ne mazak spraigs, lai
istenotu Latvijas ilgtermina intereses.
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Both internationally and in terms of Latvia's external relations, the past year
was marked by several turning-points. For the most part, these were not brought
about by sudden events, but were a part of more long-term processes.

One of the most important events last year was the signing of the European
Union Reform Treaty, also known as the Treaty of Lisbon, on 13 December. This
opened a new path for the further integration of the EU, which was halted in 2005
by the negative referendum results in France and the Netherlands. In 2008, very
intensive discussions will take place on how to give substance to the Treaty; who will
become the High Representative for the Union in Foreign Affairs and Security Policy,
and how to assign competences. A European External Action Service will be formed.
The Reflection Group, whose Deputy Chair is the former Latvian President Vaira
Vike—Feiberga, will begin its work. The exchange of differing opinions on the further
enlargement of the EU will continue. Latvia will need to ratify the Lisbon Treaty.

The experience of the EU Presidency of Slovenia in the first half of 2008 will
need to be supplemented with conclusions following on from discussions about
the External Action Service and other institutional arrangements. Latvia's
diplomatic representatives are ready to become actively involved in these
discussions. Slovenia's Presidency must be regarded as a training session with a
view to considering Latvia's Presidency in 2015. Slovenia is the first of the new
EU member states to have assumed this very demanding role, besides which, in
terms of size and opportunities, it is comparable to Latvia.

The focus of Latvia's foreign policy was, and will continue to be, the European
Union's neighbour states, particularly those to the east in the territory of the CIS.
Here, in 2008, we have much to do. Our government must step up its efforts so that
Georgia can continue on the path it has begun, despite external pressure and internal
attempts at destabilisation. The institutions of a democratic state will need to be
strengthened, and here we can already note the good co-operation which was
recently started up between the Central Election Commissions of Latvia and Georgia.
Earlier this year, | was fortunate enough to visit Ukraine and Moldova. We will
continue to assist these countries in their future relations with the EU, both with our
experience, and in negotiations about improved co—operation agreements in Brussels.

The declaration of independence by Kosovo has significantly changed the balance
in the political processes in the Balkans, which includes both a political agenda, and
aspects of security policy. In my opinion, KFOR will continue to play a particular role
in maintaining this fragile balance, forming a comprehensive and well-developed
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co-operation with the EU civilian experts mission. This year will demand significant
foreign policy activity on the part of the European Union in the Western Balkans,
promoting stability and development throughout the entire region. Latvia will ensure
the presence of military personnel and civilian experts in both these missions.

It is in the interests of the security of our state and the world to have a NATO
that is capable of action and can guarantee the security of its member states. In
many ways the future of the entire region, and also of NATO, is being decided in
Afghanistan. It is therefore in Latvia's interests that the situation in Afghanistan is
stabilised, and that is why we must not only continue participation in ISAF, but must
also seek additional opportunities and ensure the presence of our civilian experts.

Likewise, NATO enlargement to include the states of the Western Balkans, and
support to the efforts of Georgia and Ukraine in approaching the Alliance, are both
an important and consistent part of our security policy. At the 2008 Bucharest
Heads of Government meeting and in future discussions between NATO partners,
Latvia will continue to maintain an unequivocal, definite position: we are in favour
of inviting Albania, Macedonia, and Kosovo to join NATO; a way must be found of
giving Ukraine and Georgia the opportunity of beginning implementation of their
Membership Action Plans (MAP) for NATO participation.

We will participate in discussions on the further operation of the Conventional
Forces in Europe (CFE) Treaty and on changes to the NATO Strategic Concept. In
parallel, during France's Presidency of the EU in the second half of 2008,
discussions are expected on the enhancement of the European Security Strategy. It
is in Latvia's unremitting interest to strengthen the security and defence dimension
of Europe, but not, however, at the expense of weakening NATO.

In July 2007, it was Latvia's turn to assume the Presidency of the Council of
the Baltic Sea States (CBSS). Its term will come to an end in June 2008, when it
will hand over the Presidency to Denmark. For some considerable time now, there
has been a growing need to evaluate the role and further operation of the
organisation. We have the opportunity of beginning and shaping two related
processes: to propose for discussion the reform of the CBSS, and to lay the
foundations for an EU Baltic Sea Region Strategy. Latvia is aspiring for significant
progress ahead of the CBSS Summit in Riga in June of this year. Good results
achieved during our Presidency will offer opportunities for participating more
substantially in the dialogue on the common future of the EU.

The United States of America is Latvia's most strategically important
partner, particularly with regard to security. It is equally important to develop
economic and other ties. This year, we look with hope toward the possibility of
joining the visa-waiver scheme with the U.S.A.

The most significant breakthrough in relations between Latvia and Russia,
not only in the past year, but in the entire period since the renewal of
independence, was the signing and ratification of the Border Treaty. This gives a
new impulse to the strengthening of intergovernmental relations, in anticipation
of active and fruitful work by the inter—-governmental commission. An official
visit to Moscow by the Latvian President is being planned for 2008.

Latvia's prospects for security and favourable development are closely tied
to the security and price predictability for the supply of energy resources. Since
our accession to the EU and NATO, energy policy has become the major foreign
policy challenge for Latvia. Together with the rest of the EU, we must find a
timely solution for the diversification of energy suppliers and supply routes.
Today, energy, more than ever before, is diplomacy.

Overall, the past year has been lively and full of significant events. There is reason
to be pleased at what has been done, however, this year promises to be no less
demanding for the Foreign Service in the realisation of Latvia's long-term interests.

2007. gada attistijas diskusija par ES energetikas politiku, marta
Eiropadomes sanaksmeé augstakaja limeni vienojoties par Eiropas enerdéetikas
politikas nakotni un apstiprinot Ricibas planu ES energetikas politikas
veidosanai. Ar energetikas politiku ciesi saistiti ir klimata izmainu jautajumi.
Eiropas savieniba cenSas klit par vienu no vadoSajiem speletajiem pasaulé
klimata izmainu samazinasanas centienos. Siem jautdjumiem ir arvien
nozimigaka loma ES arpolitika. Latvijas Arlietu ministrija aktivi piedalas $o
jautdajumu apspriesand, uzsverot nepiecieSamibu sabalanset vides aizsardzibas
prasibas ar miisu tautsaimniecibas interesem.

Par vienu no gada centralajiem notikumiem Latvijas arpolitika kluva ari lielu
sabiedribas rezonansi ieguvusi robeZliguma noslegsana ar Krieviju 2007. gada
27. martda Ministru prezidenta Aigara Kalvisa vizites laika Maskava. Liguma
noslegsana pamudindja kontaktu intensificesanos valdibu limeni. 2007. gada
decembri darba vizite Latvija ieradas Krievijas Federacijas arlietu ministrs
Sergejs Lavrovs. Vizites laika notika robeZliguma ratifikdcijas rakstu apmaina
un noslegti nozimigi starpvalstu ligumi. Riga pirmo reizi pilna sastava sanaca
Latvijas un Krievijas Starpvaldibu komisijas séde.
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Attiecibas ar citam valstim un regioniem esam turpindjusi sekot vienai no
Latvijas arpolitikas prioritatem — axtivi stradat ES jauno kaiminu redgiona valstu
virziena. 2007. gada novembri Riga norisinajas konference “Baltijas valstis un
Eiropas kaiminu politika”, Latvija ir iesaistijusies sarunds par ES un Ukrainas
jauno sadarbibas ligumu. Liels solis bija Latvijas veéstniecibu Tbilisi un Baku
oficiala atversana. Savukart Latvijas vestniecibai TasSkenta tika pieSkirts
redgionalas vestniecibas statuss (tas “parzina” ir piecas rediona valstis -
Uzbekistana, Kirgizstana, TadZikistana, Afganistana un Turkmenistana).

Ari sadarbiba ar tuvakajiem kaiminiem nav mazinajusies. Latvijai prezidejot
Baltijas Ministru padome, tas sadarbibas jomas tika papildinatas ar jaunam
iniciativam — celu satiksmes droSibu un Kopejas atras reagesanas vienibas izveidi
Krizu situdcijam. Pirmoreiz Riga notika Baltijas, Ziemelvalstu un ASV tikSandas
e-PINE sadarbibas ietvara, kura tika apspriesti kaiminu politikas jautajumi.

2007. gada notika pirma Japanas imperatora vizite Latvija, tadejadi
iezimejot augsta limena viziSu apmainas aktivizéSanos ar Austrumazijas
valstim. Sai konteksta japiemin ari Latvijas Ministru prezidenta, Saeimas
delegacijas un Rigas mera braucieni uz Kinu.

2007. gada Latvija acktivizeja ari savu lidzdalibu starptautiskajas
organizacijas. Latvija tika ieveleta ANO Starptautisko tirdzniecibas tiesibu
Komisija, tika pieteiktas Latvijas kandidatiiras ANO Exonomiskds un socidlas
padomes (ECOSOC) un ANO Cilvektiesibu padomes vélesanas. Latvijas véstnieks
ANO Zeneva tika ievelets par ANO Zinatnes un tehnologijas komisijas

padomes prezidejoso valsti.

2007. gada nogale tika axtualizets jautajums par NATO kandidatvalstu
gatavibu dalibai alianse. Latvija nemainigi atbalstijusi Albanijas, Horvatijas un
Makedonijas uzaicinasanu dalibai NATO. Latvija iestdjas ari par Gruzijas un
Ukrainas ciesaku piesaisti NATO, atbalstot vricibas planu sastadisanu
perspektivai dalibai aliansé iespejami driza laika.

Vairak ka desmit gadus Latvija ir piedalijusies miera uzturesanas un
stabilizacijas misijas. Pern Latvija apliecindja savas spéjas civilas ekspertizes
joma. Bez miisu robeZsargu un muitnieku klatbitnes Piednestra, Moldova, ES
robeZas konsultativaja noverosanas misija, pirmo reizi uz Afganistanu no Arlietu
ministrijas tika nositits civilais padomnieks. Arlietu ministrija gatavojas ES
misijai Kosova, kura dosies miisu policisti un ministrijas parstavis.

Attistibas sadarbibai 2007. gada valdiba atveleja 450 tikstoSus latu.
Moldova no Latvijas sanemusi atbalstu robeZsardzes dienesta stiprinasana, tai
skaita lidzdalibu robeZsardzes xoledZas atvérsand. Moldovai tika sniegta ari
praktiska palidziba — uzdavinati divi robeZsardzes vajadzibam aprikoti kuteri. ST
ir lielaka materiala palidziba, ko Latvija lidz sim ir snieqgusi attistibas sadarbibas
projextu ietvaros. Latvijas diplomati piedalijas ari Eiropas Attistibas dienas
Lisabona, kur Latvijas attistibas sadarbibas projektu parliecinosa prezentacija
piesaistija apmekléetaju un ES attistibas komisara uzmanibu.

Lai veicinatu Latvijas aktivu iesaisti starptautiskas palidzibas sniegSana
valstim ar zemadkiem attistibas raditdjiem, tika izstradats "Starptautiskas
palidzibas likumprojekts”, ko paredzets apstiprinat Saeima 2008. gada. Likums
nosaka, ka Arlietu ministrija koordiné Latvijas istenoto attistibas sadarbibu,
izstrada attistibas sadarbibas politikas planu un sadarbojas ar arvalstu
finansetajiem, lai istenotu kopigus starptautiskas palidzibas pasakumus.

2007. gada decembri izveidojas kvalitativi jauna situdcija iedzivotdju brivai
Kustibai. Sengenas liguma zonai pievienojas ari Latvija. Sagatavosanas darbs
bija noritejis loti sekmigi — Arlietu ministrija no 2005. gada lidz 2007. gadam
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Kopuma istenoja piecus projektus, lai panaktu Latvijas diplomatisko un
Konsuldro parstavniecibu atbilstibu pastavosajam prasibam attieciba uz
Sengenas vizu izsniegSanu, un apguva aptuveni 8,4 miljonus EUR no Eiropas
Komisijas izveidotas Sengenas konvencijas finansu programmas lidzekliem.
Latvijas sagatavosanas darbs tika atzinigi novertets Brisele.

Latvija péc ieprieksejas desmitgades galveno arpolitisko merku
sasniegSanas - pievienoSands ES un NATO - ir sekmigi pdarvarejusi
parorienteSanas posmu. 2007. gads ir iezimejis nepdrprotamu virzibu un
progresu jaunu arpolitisko prioritasu istenosana.
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In the year 2007 the daily routine of diplomatic activity was highlighted by
truly momentous events in foreign affairs. The signing of the Treaty of Lisbon,
the conclusion of the border treaty between Latvia and Russia, Latvia’s accession
to the Schengen Agreement, as well as a series of other events, has meant that
it was more than just “a typical year in foreign affairs”.

Following the referenda negative to the European Constitution in 2005 and
after a longer period of reflection, in the first half of 2007 discussions resumed
on EU treaty reform. In June 2007, agreement was reached both on the
convening of an intergovernmental conference and on a detailed operation
mandate for the intergovernmental conference, which prescribed for the
rejection of the European Constitution, that is the EU Constitutional Treaty. In its
place, a decision was made to adopt a Reform Treaty amending previous treaties.
Representatives of Latvia participated actively both in the debates over the
mandate, which was approved at the June 2007 European Council, and in the
Intergovernmental Conference which drew up the Reform Treaty. At the close of
Portugal’s Presidency on 13 December 2007, the EU Heads of State and
Government signed the Reform Treaty, officially named the Treaty of Lisbon.

In 2007, discussions on EU energy policy entered a new phase when in March
an agreement was made at the European Council on the future of the European
energy policy, and the Action Plan for the implementation of the EU energy policy
was approved. Energy policy is closely related to the issues of climate change and
the EU is aspiring to become one of the world’s leading players in climate change
reduction. Both of these issues occupy an increasingly more important role in EU
foreign policy. The Latvian Ministry of Foreign Affairs is actively participating in
the debates over these issues, conscious of the need to find a balance between
environmental protection issues and economic interests.

One of the years key events in Latvian foreign affairs, which also drew
significant public response, was the signing of the border agreement with Russia on
27 March during Prime Minister Aigars Kalvitis visit to Moscow. The conclusion of
the agreement encouraged the intensification of mutual contacts at governmental
level. In December, Russia’s Minister of Foreign Affairs Sergey Lavrov came to Latvia
on a working visit. During the visit ratification documents of the border agreement
were exchanged, and important agreements between Latvia and Russia were
concluded. Between the two visits, the first meeting of the fully-complemented
Latvia-Russia Intergovernmental Commission was held in Riga.
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In relations with other countries and regions Latvia continued to follow one
of its foreign policy priorities: to concentrate its activities in the new EU
neighbouring region countries. In November 2007, Riga was host to a conference
The Baltic States and the European Neighbourhood Policy, and Latvia has become
involved in the negotiations about the EU’s new co-operation agreement with
Ukraine. A major step forwards was the official opening in April 2007 of
embassies in Tbhilisi and Baku during the Latvian Foreign Ministers visit to
countries of the South Caucasus. Meanwhile the Latvian Embassy in Tashkent
was brought up to a new level when it acquired the status of a regional embassy
(with responsibility for relations with Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan,
Afghanistan, and Turkmenistan).

Co-operation with the more close-lying neighbours also has not diminished.
During Latvia’s Presidency of the Baltic Council of Ministers, the existing
co-operation was augmented with new initiatives such as road safety and the
formation of a joint rapid reaction unit for crisis situations. In October, Riga for
the first time hosted a meeting of the Baltic and Nordic countries and the United
States of America within the e-PINE format, at which issues of neighbourhood
policy were discussed.

In addition, the year 2007 was marked by the first visit in history to Latvia
by the Emperor of Japan, thus inaugurating exchanges of high-level visits with
eastern Asian countries. In this context it is important to mention the visits to
China made by Prime Minister Aigars Kalvitis, a delegation from the Saeima, and
by the Mayor of Riga.

This was also the year when Latvia assumed a higher degree of participation
in international organisations. On 22 May, Latvia was elected to the UN
International Trade Rights Commission; in addition Latvia was nominated as
candidate at the elections of the UN Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) and
the UN Human Rights Council. The Latvian Ambassador to the UN in Geneva was
elected Vice President of the UN Commission on Science and Technology
Development. On 1 July, Latvia became the presiding state of the Council of the
Baltic Sea States.

With regard to security policy, Latvia’s diplomatic body has been closely
following the issues related to the future of the Treaty on Conventional Forces in
Europe (CFE) since the Russian Federation chose to suspend implementation of
the Treaty.

In December 2007, the assessment of the readiness of candidate states for
membership in NATO became topical. Latvia has consistently supported the
invitation of Albania, Croatia and Macedonia to begin accession talks for NATO
membership. Latvia also supports NATO’s closer association with Georgia and
Ukraine and the drafting, at the earliest possible time of Membership Action
Plans (MAP) for the prospective admission of these countries to the Alliance.

For over ten years Latvia has participated in peace and stabilisation missions.
Last year Latvia focused more on the application of its skills in the field of civilian
expertise. In addition to the presence of our border guards and customs officers
in Transdniester as part of the EU border consultative surveillance mission, which
is of such high importance to Moldova, for the first time a civilian advisor from
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs was sent to Afghanistan. The Ministry is currently
preparing for participation in the EU mission in Kosovo, in which our policemen
and a representative of the Ministry will take part.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Latvia has continued its contribution to
development co-operation. In 2007 the government allocated LVL 450,000 for
this purpose. Latvia has assisted Moldova in the strengthening of its border
guard service, and was an active participant in the establishment of the Moldova
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Border Guard College. Assistance of a practical nature was also provided when
Latvia presented Moldova with two motor launches suitably equipped for border
guard duty. This is the most substantial material aid that Latvia has until now
provided under the auspices of development co-operation projects.

In November, Latvian diplomats took part in the Furopean Development
Days in Lisbon, where Latvia’s impressive presentation on development co-
operation projects received acclaim from the EU Development Commissioner and
other visitors.

In order to promote a more active involvement on the part of Latvia in
providing international assistance to states with lower development indicators,
new legislation has been drawn up and is expected to be adopted by the Saeima
in 2008. The Law on International Assistance provides that the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs co-ordinates Latvia’s international aid programme, elaborates
Latvia’s development co-operation policy and works together with international
donors in the implementation of joint international assistance projects.

In December 2007 the free movement of people was brought up to a
qualitatively new level. Latvia joined the Schengen Agreement zone. The
preparation for this had been a great success — in the period from 2005 until the
end of 2007, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs implemented a total of five projects
so as to ensure that Latvia’s diplomatic and consular representations would meet
the Schengen visa issuing criteria. About EUR 8.5 million was drawn from the
funds of the Schengen Facility established by the European Commission. Latvia’s
preparatory work for joining the Agreement has been commended in Brussels.

Latvia, having successfully achieved its main foreign policy aims of the past
decade — that is, accession to the EU and to NATO — has now equally successfully
completed a phase of re-orientation. The year 2007 marked out a clear direction and
is already showing progress towards the realization of new foreign policy priorities.
